Your sins are forgiven.

At this time of year | usually spend a couple of weeks sampling fish
out on Lake Superior aboard the U.S. Research Vessel Kiyi. This year
is no exception. This annual trip takes me out of my element and
my daily routine. There is little privacy or time alone aboard a
crowded ship. From morning fill night my thoughts and activities are
directed at research and processing samples. Not surprisingly,
when living and working in such close quarters, people get on each
other's nerves and patience wears thin; it can bring out the best
and the worst in others and yourself. And you find yourself talking
too much. It is times like this that | am reminded that St. Paul's
teaching to the Galatians “It no longer is | who live, but the Christ
who lives in me” is difficult fo live up to! These frips can test my
resolve and faith.

Yet we are assured of forgiveness in spite of our failings. When
confronted by Nathan the prophet of his sins, David admitted his
guilt and failings “I have sinned against the LORD.” And Nathan
assured him “The LORD on his part has forgiven your sin: you shall
not die.” So despite the gravity of David’'s sins of murder and
adultery, God forgives him and he again is holy in God's sight. He
once again became God's son and was drawn by His love into @
relationship that endures for eternity. Today we continue to benefit
from the lessons of David’s life and God's mercy nearly 3,000 years
ago. Through David’s repentance and God's love and forgiveness,
Jesus the Messiah came to us and is with us today. He may be
found in us and among us if we have faith.

Luke's Gospel tells us of an emotional confrontation between Jesus, a
sinful woman, and Simon, an esteemed person righteous in the eyes of
the people. Simon is clearly offended by the audacity of the woman, a
known public sinner, when she enters his house uninvited, and begins to
weep and wash his guest’s feet with her tears. This woman was shunned
by everyone as her sins were unforgivable in the eyes of the people.
There was no one to forgive her or assure her of God’s love. She lived as
a person condemned to death. Jesus understands what is in her heart
and grants her God’s mercy and love—and life. Jesus forgives, we
forgive—we are God’s proxy. Just as Jesus assured the woman of
forgiveness, we too are called to forgive ourselves and one another. It is
the Christ in each of us that forgives, consoles, heals, and assures new
life.

Forgiveness brings about the impossible, the improbable. Sinners
become saints. We become liberated from the resentment and anger
directed at those who have sinned against us or at ourselves because
of personal failures and disappointments. We become the humanity
that God desires, a people of hope, selfless love, forgiveness, and
healing. We make the Kingdom of God a reality in our time. We
experience peace. So here back on the ship | am reminded that no
matter how trying the situation, forgiveness leads to new life, new
relationships. The past no longer holds me hostage. Despite the close
quarters and tensions, | can choose to be free to forgive and to live
each moment anew, to be glad in the LORD and rejoice!
